CHILD PROTECTION POLICY
Blockley Sports & Social Centre aims to ensure that the children & young adults who participate in sport at the club do so in a safe & positive atmosphere with the encouragement of those involved with the sport. This policy has been created to ensure that this happens across all sports within the Club.

1. Treat all young members fairly & equitably.
2. Respect the dignity & spirit of all children & young adults.
3. Establish supportive, positive environments for the purpose of healthy competition, skill development, fun & achievement.
4. Avoid contact or conduct that may be interpreted to have connotations or which are deemed as inappropriate by the organisation. Physical contact between adults and children/young people should only be used when the aim is to: -

· Develop sports skills or techniques; 

· To treat an injury; 

· To prevent an injury; 

· To meet the requirements of the particular sport.
5. Do not take part in or tolerate behaviour that frightens, embarrasses, demoralises or negatively affects a persons self esteem.
6. Do not take part in or tolerate behaviour that frightens, embarrasses, demoralises or negatively affects a persons self esteem.
7. Do not tolerate acts of aggression.
8. Work towards eliminating harassment and abuse from sports environments. 
9. Be prepared to intervene if a child or young person under the age of majority is being abused or neglected. 
10. Engage in "fair play" both during and outside of all sports organisations activities. "Fair play" is defined as showing considerate regard for members, personnel, parents, spectators and officials; abiding by the rules of the sport; abiding by the officials decisions.
11. Adhere to the policies of the sports organisation.
12. The ratio of staff to children needs consideration needs to take into account the age of the children involved disability, degree of risk involved in the activity. Where the activity involved mixed gender consideration must be given to having male/female staff available. 
13. Adult members should not change or shower at the same time using the same facility as children. If activities are mixed gender, separate facilities will be available for each gender. 
14. If staff witness an injury this must be reported to the parents at the first opportunity.
15. When discipline is used it should be done so appropriately and with the clear intention of teaching or reinforcing appropriate behaviour.
16. Maintain a presence online on our website and on all our social media platforms, take down anything that could cause offence, promote aggressive behaviour, or break any of our rules regarding child protection or equality and diversity.
